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To make the pin-cushion for the lid of the Bobbin Caddie, select a fabric or fabrics that are to your liking. I have made them from both wool and 100% cotton.  Select a complimentary thread for this project. 
You will need two pieces of fabric for this project. I will call them piece “A” and piece “B” for clarification. If you wish to embroider a pattern on the pin cushion, do so before cutting out the circles detailed below.  Cut out an 8” square (piece “A”) and do your embroidery pattern on that piece.  
Next, cut out 2- 6 ½” circles, one from piece “A” with the embroidery pattern and one from piece “B”. From piece “B” cut a 4” circle from the center. I will call the outer 6 ½” ring with the 4” hole, piece “B-1” and the 4” circle piece “B-2”. You will now have a 6 ½” embroidered top piece (piece “A”), a 6 ½” doughnut (piece “B-1”) and a 4” circle (piece “B-2”). 
Piece B-1 (outer ring) should now be sewn to piece A-1 (top), right sides together.  Turn right sides out after sewing. This will give you a disc with piece A-1 on top and B-1 on the bottom.  Press now.
Now sew the inner edge (the raw edges) of B-1 to A-1 leaving an opening for inserting 1/8” elastic.

Before placing the elastic in the edge, sew the 4” inner circle (B-2) into the middle of piece A-1, sewing the wrong sides together. Use matching thread, leaving a large-enough opening to stuff wool batting into the cavity between B-2 and A-1. After stuffing the cavity with batting, sew shut the opening. Insert the elastic into the outer ring (between A-1 and B-1) and pull to desired tautness. You can either tie off the two ends of the elastic or stitch them in place. Sew the opening where you inserted the elastic closed at this time.
Your finished product will have all of the raw edges under the top and not visible.  

This pin cushion can easily be removed from the lid of the Bobbin Caddie for transportation of the caddie. Also, if you have cats in your quilting studio, please be sure to take the Pin Cushion off and hide it so your cat won’t get harmed by the pins.
